Summer Reading Project 

In response to your summer reading, you are going to complete one of the following projects: a scrapbook/journal through the narrator’s eyes or a soundtrack for the novel.  The scrapbook must be in scrapbook form and bound; the soundtrack should be burned on to a CD.  You will be allowed 1 week to complete your project, and you will present your project to the class on _____________.  Your work will be graded using the following rubrics:

Scrapbook/Journal  100 Points
10 points - The scrapbook/journal contains a cover page that includes the following information:  project title, name, class, and date.
60 points - The scrapbook must contain eight journal entries that thoroughly describe events, which occur within the novel, and express the character’s reaction to that event.  Journal entries must contain a minimum of 100 words.
10 points – The scrapbook/journal should demonstrate creativity and effort.
20 points - The scrapbook/journal is free from grammatical, mechanical, and spelling errors.
Soundtrack for Novel  100 Points
20 points – The soundtrack must have a cover that includes the following information:  project title, name, class, and date.  The cover should be creative and represent the novel as a soundtrack cover normally would.
50 points – The soundtrack must contain a minimum of eight songs, and they must be burned to a CD.  However, merely burning eight songs will not suffice and will result in a failing grade.  In addition to the CD, students should write on a separate piece of paper which scene from the novel the song would accompany, and explain why that song is appropriate for that scene.  The explanation should include a description of the scene and the chapter and should be written in complete sentences.
10 points – The soundtrack should demonstrate creativity and effort.

20 points – The written work is free from grammatical, mechanical, and spelling errors.
